PREFACE

“ELecT TO END ATROCITIES”

In India, every day 27 atrocities, 13 murder, 5 home or possesion burning, 6 kidnap/abduction, 3 rape, 11
beating cases take place against dalits. In every 18 minutes a crime take place against the dalits.

This is not only a crime against a faceless, powerless and defenseless dalit, but a crime against the community,
nation and humanity. Sixty years ago the great visionary Dr. Ambedkar could foresee that caste would be a
major determinant in social, political and economic status of an individual. Therefore, as the Law Minister and
chiefarchitect of the Constitution, he laid down provisions seeking to contain untouchability and discrimination
and those facilitating social engineering. Finding it unable to overwhelm the prejudices against the caste,
specific provisions on prohibiting physical violence and atrocity were passed in the form of SC/ST (Prevention
of Atrocity) Act, 1989 (and Rules 1995 therefor). However, the Act has failed to curb the mentality which
perpetuates discrimination and violence. Rather it would be more appropriate to say that governments after
government have failed to implement the Act in the letter and spirit. The crimes against dalits have been on
the rise in most of the states and Union territories. The penchant to show the crimes against dalits decreasing
has made the filing of a case under the Act itself almost impossible. The proponents of the theory of abuse of
the Act have been crying hoarse, and some have even gone to the extent of proposing repealing the Act itself.
The state, administration, the police, the judiciary all must share the blame for failing dalits in the country.
Thousands of victims of atrocities are languishing for decades in the hope of getting justice one day.

Now with the general election around let us come together to elect only those who offer complete safety and
security to dalits. All atrocities must stop now. The safety and security of more than 240 million people in this
country, their dignity, survival and well being is the most important issue. Dalits demand that the forthcoming
governments must promise and show manifest commitments towards bringing about appropriate amendments
in the SC/ST Act, ensure social and economic provisions to a sustained campaign against atrocity, and respect
global commitments towards ending discrimination against dalits including reconsideration of govt of India’s
position on the Durban Declaration and Programme of Action.

The National Consultation (20th -21st March 2009, Delhi) on the SC/ST Prevention of Atrocity Act explicitly
reflected this feeling. Dalit activists from more than 15 states of India vowed to elect those who can end
atrocity. Let us join in this effort. Let us educate everybody who lies in the scepter of violence, atrocity and
discrimination, to elect a party, a candidate who not only promises but also manifestly believes that there can
be no compromise on the safety and personal security. Let all of us believe that only parties and candidates
who can broaden their horizon to see that this issue would be a major determinant of India’s role in global
political order, would lead us to a better tomorrow.

Let us elect to end atrocity. Let us take a pledge towards that.

EXPERIENCES: IMPLEMENTATION OF THE ACT

In the recent times when we are preparing for the formation of the 15th Loksabha of the Indian Democracy, it
becomes very important that we seriously think about the conditions of the community who is still deprived of
the mainstreams of democracy - Judiciary, Right to Equality, Right to Live with Dignity. During last 60 years
of Independence we have made some progress in providing right to equality to our citizens. But still in the case
of SC/ST population, their right to live with dignity and equality is an issue of grave concern. The feudalistic
tendency of the exploitation and oppression is still prevelent. After the enactment of legislations like SC/ST
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989, they have no doubt, become ‘equal’ on papers but in reality a dalit is that
segment of the society who is still compelled to build their lives in the periphery of the village. Religious funda-
mentalism still prevent them from entering into the temples, they are forced to undertake manual scavenging
in large numbers of urban and rural areas, they are compelled to work as bounded labour in agriculture and
other sectors and are most vulnerable towards exploitation, oppression, insult, atrocity etc. The following data
of the crime against dalits clearly shows their status:

The report also shows that every day 27 atrocities, 13 murder, 5 home or possesion burning, 6 kidnap/ab-
duction, 3 rape, 11 beating cases take place against dalits. The report also highlights that in every 18 minutes
there is one crime against the dalits. In the year 2007, there are 30,031 and 5,532 registered cases of atrocities
against SC and ST respectively.

In order to prevent this atrocity against the SC/ST population in the society, the SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocity)
Act, 1989 has been enacted. Section 3 of the Act describes the crimes against members of SC/ST community
and it also talks about the punishment. However, in the context of the above data, it becomes very significant
to analyse the implementation of the Act according to its provisions. When we look into the status of the Act
at the level of implementation and the reasons due to which the dalit population is not being able to take the
benefit of the Act, we find the following facts:

At the level of FIR:

» Police avoids lodging FIR

« Influence of dominant castes on police administration
« Non-cooperation of local police/constabulary

« Derogatory behavior in local police stations

« Political interference



Not using the proper sub-sections of the IPC and SC/ST Act in the FIR according to section 6 of the SC/ST
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989

Changing the names of the offenders
In the cross cases, police pressurize the victim for compromise.
Anti Dalit attitude and mind set

At the level of Investigation:

Section 17 of the Act provides that investigation would be conducted by an officer not below the rank of Dy. S.P.
However, the majority of investigations are conducted by officer below the rank of Dy.S.P. because almost all
the states do not have adequate number of Dy. S.Ps. The flagrant violation of the Act is committed the investi-
gations are done by officials below the rank of Dy.S.P. as they lack the sensitivity and understanding of the Act
and social and political aspects of the crime committed against the dalits. Preconceived notions, influenced by
opinion leaders and dominant castes also affects the quality of investigation. As a result there is invariably a
delay in filling charge sheets and when it is filed it suffers from a number of inadequacies resulting in acquittal
of the convict.

At the level of Trial:

Non-existence of special courts
More than 75% of cases result in acquittal
More than 70% of cases have been pending for over a decade

Section 14 lays down provision for special courts, but these courts do not have the mandate to take cogni-
zance of the cases directly, untill and unless the cases are committed by magistrates

The Act or the rules are ambiguous about whether special courts have original jurisdiction or whether they
are only courts of committal

Lack of knowledge among the Advocates, Police and judicial officers about the exact provisions of the
Act.

The appointment of special public prosecutor envisaged in section 15 has not been done in humber of
states.

Gross negligence an insensivity of court staff in recording statements of the victims and overlooking criti-
cal facts

In majority of cases the charges are framed under milder laws viz. Civil Rights Protection Act or the Indian
Penal Code (IPC) rather than the SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocities) Act.

Other Issues:

Atrocities like social boycott, economic exploitation, Cast based discrimination etc. are ever hardly booked
under the Act

Section 21 lays down provisions for travel allowance for the victim to attend judicial process and social and
economic rehabilitation. State governments are always found wanting in providing either travel allowance
or support for social and economic rehabilitation to the victim and their families.

Deliberate attempts of oversight of crimes falling under the Act and officials refusing to register cases un-
der the Act section 4 of the Act provides a punishment extending from 6 months to a year for such willful
negligence

In the circumstances it becomes very obvious that the SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989 is very poorly
implemented. Social pressure and lack of adequate infrastructure make the situation even worse.



National Consultation on SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989

“Elect to end Atrocities”
A Civil Society Initiative

A National Consultation on SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989 was organized in New Delhi on 20-21 March
2009. Representatives of various Dalit organizations form different states of India, bureaucrats, retired officials,
advocates, peoples representative and various media personalities participated in this two day consultation.
Representatives from various states highlighted the present status of the implementation of the Act and challenges
faced by Dalits. Apart from this a number of dalit victims from different states also shared their experiences.
Participants discussed the experiences of working of the Act in detail and recommended necessary amendments/
possibilities for the strengthening of the Act.

Some reflections on the working of the Act:

Mr. P.S. Krishnan (Ex-secretary, Ministry of Welfare and author of the Act):

Political leadership has failed dalits and the SC/ST (POA) Act. The purpose of the Act has been defeated by its
lackadaisical implementation. Justice delayed is justice denied and the dalit activists should focus on asking for
amendments which would ensure expeditious trials of the cases under the Act. Dalit organizations all over the
country should make atrocities on dalits an electoral issue.

Mr. K. B. Saxena (Ex-member, Planning Commission):

In most of the state the implementation of the Act has been very poor and dalits need to take commitments from
political parties in the fray for proper implementation of the Act, and ensure that the commitments are complied to
when these parties form the government.

Ms. Satya Bahen (Member, National Commission for Schedule Caste):

The NCSC has given recommendations for proper implementation and amendments in the Act a number of times,
but successive governments have failed to take notice of thisand as a result millions of dalits are facing untouchability
and atrocity without sufficient recourse to the law.

Ms. Yasmeen Abrar (Member, National Commission for Women):

Dalit women suffer multiple discrimination and atrocity, and do not get adequate relief despite existence of laws
like SC/ST (POA) Act, 1989.

Mr. Tsering Samphel (Member, National Commission for Scheduled Tribe):

There is a complete of awareness among the tribal population to seek the help of the Act and the Commission,
which results in very few cases registered in the commission.

Mr. Swami Agnivesh (Ex. Member of Parliament, President, Bandhua Mazdoor Mukti Sanghthan):

The practice of caste based identity has become the destiny of dalits. This destiny and its manifestation have
deprived more than 80 % of the Indian population from their constitutional rights. The same has also influenced
the implementation of the SC/ST (POA) Act, 1989 resulting in its bad implementation.

Mr. Sanjay Paswan (Ex-Union Minister):

The Dalit politics in India is still in its first phase viz. phase of petitioning. While the politics on other issues are in
their advanced stage and have moved to the phase of claiming. Dalit politics need to be more assertive.

Mr. Sanjay Parikh (Senior Advocate, Supreme Court):

The implementation of SC/ST (POA) Act, 1989 in entire country is far from satisfaction. If central and state
governments do not take proper action to strengthen its implementation, then we have all the rights to take legal
recourse.

Mr. Bharat Dogra (Senior Journalist):

There is a lack of information about the SC/ST (POA) Act, 1989 in the rural areas, for which there is a need to
take collective efforts. There is also a need, at Panchayat level, to form a group of activists from dalit and other
communities who are conscious of their rights and can monitor the implementation process.
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Recommendations for improved implementation and
amendment in the SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989

and Rules 1995

The Consultation demanded that the following amendments/modification be brought in the Act
and the Rules immediately:

e The ban put by the Supreme Court’s decision in the Gangula Ashok Vs. State of Andhra
Pradesh, which prevents special courts from taking cognizance of cases, unless committed
by magistrates should be reviewed by an appropriate amendment specifying special courts as
courts of original jurisdiction with respect to cases under the SC/ST Act.

« Section 4 should be amended to include “refusal to file FIR” and “Charges framed under
inappropriate sections of the Act” the punishment should also be made stringent enough to
create a deterrent in willful negligence by public authorities/police officers.

« Thevariations in implementation of the Act in different states should be removed immediately
and all the states should have uniform application and implementation of the Act. The states
where the cases under SC/ST Act are not being filed should be compelled to follow the national
legislation.

« Inrespect of the spirit of the SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocities) Act special and exclusive courts
to try cases of SC/ST Act should be created immediately.

« Special public prosecutors should be appointed in all the states.

« Legal aid is a constitutional right and it should be made available to the victims in all
circumstances. Special measures for ensuring travel allowance to the victims and social and
economic rehabilitation of victims and their families should be ensured. Besides, expenses
for education to children and livelihood opportunities should also be made available to the
victims and their families.

« The monitoring and vigilance committees at state and district level should be made effective
with the task of regular/periodic review. SC/ST development corporations at national and
state level to look into the social and economic aspects should also be created as soon as
possible.

« The review of working of the Act should be taken up immediately in all the states. Its periodic
review in future should also be ensured.

« All cases pending should be disposed off in a time bound manner. All cases registered in
future in the Act should be disposed off expeditiously within a predetermined time frame.

« Theadequacy of infrastructure should be ensured in a time bound manner, the priority should
be given to more atrocity prone states.

» Previous recommendations by the NCSC, NCST and NHRC should be considered and brought
into effect.
